General Giving  

Year-to -Date Report  
 

   We are very happy to report that the 

first 21 weeks of this year have seen 

strong giving through our people.  Gen-

eral giving (which represents 90% of 

budget giving) was $168,903.95 as of 

5/25 which is an $1,100 increase over 

the same time this past year.  Also, this 

number places us right on the nose 

concerning the forecasted amount of 

general fund giving for the year.  In ad-

dition to this strong giving pattern, we 

have seen a positive cash flow of 

nearly $14,000 in our first 21 weeks 

compared with a negative cash flow of 

approximately $10,000 this time last 

year.  The YTD deficit spending of last 

year has been erased due to the some 

important modifications to our budget 

this year.   

   Whereas we are thankful to God for 

the faithfulness and generosity of so 

many in our church, we cautiously ap-

proach the summer months with an 

understanding that they tend to be 

òleanó in terms of giving.  We remind 

our people that monthly bills donõt go 

away when we have gone away on va-

cation, and the church depends upon 

the faithfulness of all of our people 

throughout the summer months.  Some 

of our people have discovered òAuto 

titheó which means that their giving is 

done automatically and they donõt have 

to remember to write their giving 

checks when they are away.
