Sunday Morning Fall Program changes 
 

Our Leadership team has approved a conceptual plan regarding our fall program beginning on 

Sunday, September 12th.  This plan represents a change from our previous two service/two 

Sunday school hour format to a two service/one Sunday school hour format.  There are two pri-

mary drivers for this new format. 
 

1.  Adult Education 

 The heart of our mission is equipping people to BE and MAKE disciples.  However, the re-

ality is that we are not doing a sufficient job!  We are serious about our mission statement 

and as such, it must be reflected in a commitment to make the necessary changes in or-

der for it to be accomplished.  It is our intent to field 3-4 adult education classes in this 

new format with a focus on teaching people how to BE and equipping people in how to 

MAKE followers of Christ. 

2.   Childrenõs Ministry 

 Obviously a single Sunday school format will allow us opportunity to intensify our chil-

drenõs program and staffing.  Over this past year, we have felt understaffed for the 

amount of programming we were trying to have on Sunday morning.  Believing that less 

can be more, we believe that we can have a greater impact by simplifying our program 

options and better staffing with a single childrenõs program on Sunday morning. 
 

This plan implies that our Jr. and Sr. high classes would both meet during the single Sunday 

school hour.  At our most recent meeting, the leadership team has not yet been able to resolve 

the issue regarding actual service times.  We hope to address these issues congregationally in 

the month of August.
